We can use it as an example
of what to pray whenever our souls are troubled
if we face something difficult or painful.

PRAYER POINTS

e Pray for district leaders who are managing
shifting needs that occur when schedule
changes happen. This is especially
complex as COVID-19 safety guidelines
are constantly changing.

e Give thanks for the many ways that
employees and people who use Christian
Horizons services are staying grounded
together in simple practical ways of
making each day enjoyable.

¢ Pray that God would give strength to host
family providers. Pray that God would
equip other host family respite providers
to come alongside them.

e Christian Horizons continues to advocate
for the availability and priority of vaccines
of people who use services and
employees who support them. Pray that
this advocacy is fruitful.
